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Section 106 Funding 
Under Section 106 of the Town and 
Country Planning Act 1990, contributions 
can be sought from developers towards 
the costs of providing extra community 
and social infrastructure as a result of the 
impact of new development in the area. 
These contributions can only be used for 
certain things, and are used primarily for 
public open space projects.

Braunton Parish Council has installed a 
new Birds Nest Swing in the Knowle Play 
Park.

Councillors agreed to allocate £6,928 to 
Braunton Parish Council to purchase 
and install new play equipment at 
Knowle Play Park.    

There is approx. £3,000 remaining 
which will be spent on further new 
equipment for the Park in consultation 
with the community.
