	Knowle Community Group 


	The Chairman welcomed Dermot Dalton, Wayne McGrail and Dave Trickett from Knowle Community Group.  The group briefed the Council on their objectives:  Knowle has  a growing number of families living in the village now and so the group was formed earlier this year with the main aims being i) to find a playing field and ii) to reduce speed through the village.  They have a community page set up on facebook and produce a regular newsletter.   They have spoken to the Police about the issue of speeding and have cleaned the speed limit signs.  A speed watch team is being set up.   They have acquired a piece of land which has been signed over to the community rent free for 5 years and are in the process of obtaining planning for change of use and are looking into liability insurance.  The group has so far raised £700 through various fundraising activities.  
The Committee considered: 
a) A request for 2 dog waste bins - one by the footbridge on the way to the cycle path and one on Stepstone Lane to Winsham by the kissing gate  
b) A request for a bus shelter for the opposite side of the road.
c) Replacement of Knowle Village Signs

d) Replacement of litter bin on opposite side of the road

RECOMMENDED: That
a) The cost of maintaining 2 dog waste bins would be too expensive and instead purchase 2 single litter bins (which can also be used for dog waste) and placed in the suggested locations subject to any approval from landowners. 

b) The Council request funds to be released for a further bus shelter at Knowle from Section 106 money for the Pill Garden development.

c) The Parish Clerk chase the replacement of the Knowle village signs from Devon County Council.

d) The Parish Clerk contact North Devon Council regarding replacing their litter bin.
e) Knowle Community Group contact Highways at Devon County Council regarding any additional signage
f) The Community Group apply to the Parish Council for a grant in September
