	i) Website - The Parish Clerk presented details received from the Parish Council’s existing website provider, Vision ICT.  
RECOMMENDED: 
a)   To appoint Vision ICT to develop the Braunton Community Work Hub website at a cost of £1,100 set up fee and £250 per annum fee after year one.  The set up fee includes:
· Domain name registration

· IMAP email account

· SSL Cert – To comply with GDPR

· 2 hours telephone training, training manual and training video

· Ongoing support 

· Google analytics

· Full website warranty

· Adding an on-line booking system (to be purchased by BPC) at no extra cost.

b) To use the remaining budget of £900 for a payment system (such a Sage Pay) and online booking system.

c) To provide a link to the new website from the Braunton Parish Council website.

	iii) Furniture, Fixtures and Fittings - The committee considered quotes provided by two office furniture companies.  
RECOMMENDED: 
a) To obtain additional quotes and also costs of assembling furniture (if flat packed) and take back to a further Property Committee meeting at 6 pm on 11 June 2018.

b) To include accessible/height adjustable desks in the quotes.

Cllr de Groot joined the meeting.
iv) Fibre Internet Leased Line Connection - The Clerk presented a report detailing costs and benefits of a dedicated connection.  Cllr Bunyard suggested BT Infinity as a cheaper option with a shorter contract period which could still meet the Devon Work Hub minimum requirements.  However, as it is not a dedicated line the committee considered that there could be too many problems due to the number of potential users.  It also expressed concerns that during peak times a shared internet line (from the green box in the Street) might be unreliable which could jeopardise the entire project, as it would be difficult to attract customers if it could not provide a reliable service. It was felt that having fast and accessible internet is an important feature of the work hub.
RECOMMENDED: 
· To use Onecom at a cost of £387 per month based on the committee looking into the line providing community wifi and providing a wifi link to the Parish Council offices.  The minimum contract is 3 years and can offer 50/100mb, 24/7 Service Agreement and a free router.  There is no installation charge.
· The committee to apply for funding to provide community wifi.
