	Devon County Councillor Report
	The County Cllr had sent her apologies. The Clerk tabled the County Cllr’s report at the meeting, as follows. 

Stamp Out Spiking Event – The County Cllr thanked the Parish Council for the kind use of the Hall for this event which was attended by all but two of the pubs/bars in the locality. Once they have completed their assessments, they will all be awarded certificates and badges to display.

Pharmacy – The County Cllr has emailed the Deputy Chief Executive of the Integrated care system for Devon and asked for action on the situation in Braunton. She raised the issue at Scrutiny in June and has asked that the County Council looks at pharmacy provision across Devon. Lloyd’s staff are still experiencing abuse and one member of staff walked out yesterday. They also have a new computer system starting this Thursday which will cause disruption.

Tarka Trail – Matt Collins, Highways Engineer is looking at ways to improve the link between the car park and the section of trail along Station Road. He has asked what the Parish Council are planning for the centre of the village and the Hub area.

20mph speed limit – The County Cllr has been approached by residents of Saunton Park about the speed limit around the estate. They would like to apply for a 20mph scheme. She explained that the funding for this year has gone but suggested that they look to next year to submit an application through the Parish Council. They are going to start with a petition now.

Cllr A Bryant requested when the planned improvements to slow traffic down on the A361 at Heddon Mill would be carried out?
Cllr E Wood commented regarding the North Devon Link Centres. SOHS have confirmed that although volunteers can be involved with running the Link Centres there must also be professionals on site. Users of the Link Centres have commented that although they have been consulted, they haven’t been invited to attend meetings and when they have tried to attend, they were no welcome.

The Council would like to look at introducing a 20mph limit across the entire village, similar to schemes being introduced in Wales.  The Clerk to contact Devon County Council to request what the process is to introduce a 20mph limit in Braunton, to bring this matter back to a future meeting for consideration.

Cllr M Shapland reported that the wall at the Saunton layby had still not been repaired.  The Clerk to request the County Cllr for an update regarding when these remedial works will be carried out.

	North Devon Councillor Report
	Cllr D Spear had attended the Highway and Traffic Order Committee (HATOC) meeting held on the 27th June.  At the meeting he seconded a motion to construct a section of the Tarka Trail in North Devon, between Willingcott and Buttercombe Lane. This would enable 0.6 km of the missing 6.4 km gap between Knowle and Willingcott to be completed.  The construction of this section is estimated to cost £220,000. Funding is still required to deliver the remaining 6km of Tarka Trail along this route. Cllr D Spear also sits on the One Northern Devon Active Travel Committee, who recently wrote to the County Council expressing its concerns that they were not doing enough to deliver active travel in Devon.

RESOLVED: That whilst this application provides much needed affordable housing in Braunton the Council wish to make the following observations:
· Braunton Parish Council is keen to support the provision of affordable housing that provides long term rental, or if sold remains affordable to the local community.  However, there were concerns that the four shared ownership dwellings will eventually be sold on the open market and will no longer provide affordable housing for local people.  

· Members were concerned regarding the size and mass of the building as it is not in keeping with the surrounding area.  The Council would request the Local Planning Authority to give weight to the Braunton Neighbourhood Plan Area Design Codes and Guidelines when determining this application.

· With this being one of the largest buildings in Braunton, the Council feel that there is an opportunity to ensure that it meets the latest sustainability and energy standards, so that it is fit for purpose, and meets the needs of future generations.

RESOLVED: That members reviewed the revised documents and confirmed that its previous reasons for objection still stand, as detailed in the Council’s response dated 20th June 2022.

· The size and mass of the proposed dwelling in not in keeping with buildings in the surrounding area. New development should respond to the scale and form of existing buildings, Braunton Design Code 04(a). 
· The arrangement of windows and the balcony will negatively impact neighbouring properties resulting in the loss of privacy, and would result in harm to the residential amenity of neighbouring properties due to its overbearing impact, Braunton Neighbourhood Plan draft policy BE1. 
· Concerns regarding inadequate parking provisions and highway safety with access/egress to the site. 
· The proposed removal of hedgerows and trees to provide a parking area will result in the loss of net gain biodiversity. There appears to be no plans to replace or increase the existing green infrastructure on the site
