There are a few snagging issues regarding the finish of the costal path and the contractors Macplant have been called back to rectify these.

The opening ceremony due to be held at Easter will not be possible as the tides will be wrong.  Cllr Lord also expressed his concerns regarding time constraints to organise the event and suggested it be held later in the year after the Parish Council elections.
