The event will engage the full demographic of the local public in Braunton.  Everyone who attends the event will take part in surveying and monitoring the diverse environments in and around Braunton.  The public will work alongside scientists, identifying and recording as many species as possible in the area.  The event will be in partnership with the Environment Agency, The AONB, North Devon Plus and the Biosphere.

Kate requested the Councils permission to have access to areas of their land including the Beacon, Velator, Village Green and river Caen. 

RESOLVED:  That Council grants permission for the event to take place on its land subject to relevant insurances and risk assessments beings carried out by the organisers.
