	Braunton Flood Update
	The Council considered an update report received from Devon County Council Flood Risk Team. The intrusive site investigations have now been completed and they await the results that will be used in order to finalise the design for the scheme and accurately price the proposed works. The County would like to thank the Parish Council for their patience during the investigation works and the remediation of the village green following the excavations.
The County have now instructed their consultant Jacobs to produce three outline designs for potential flood alleviation options in the area. These include: -
1. Improvements to the existing gravity drainage system with a high level overflow.

2. Improvements to the gravity drainage system coupled to a small packaged pump arrangement (95l/s). 

3. Improvements to the gravity drainage system coupled to a larger packaged pump arrangement (190l/s).  
The use of a packaged pump arrangement, (which is more of an off the shelf product as opposed to a bespoke larger pumping station) will allow the scheme to be more affordable and maintainable in the long term, although it may not offer as high a standard of protection. Once the County have the outline designs in their possession it will carry out a cost estimate for the schemes and be in a position to present them to the Parish Council for consideration.
