	Devon Youth Service – Future in Braunton
	The Chairman welcomed Sara Parkin from Devon Youth Service.  

Sara Parkin informed Members that Devon County Council had now published on their website that they will be moving away from open access, universal services to become a service providing more targeted support to those young people most in need. This will mean the closure of all youth centres across the County.

The County are carrying out a public consultation, which ends on 27 April 2014.  Phase one of the consultation is the completion of an online questionnaire and must be completed by 3 March.  Phase two is public meetings the closest to Braunton will be held in Barnstaple.

The young people are extremely upset at the news of the County moving away from universal services and they have organised an awareness event to be held on 19 February in St. Georges Road, Barnstaple.

There has been national coverage but universal services are not seen as a priority by the current government.  This is just a proposal at present following completion of phase 1 and 2 of the public consultation the County will make its decision.

There is also countywide petition in circulation organised by the UK Youth Parliament and it needs support from the public and communities.

RESOLVED:  That

a. the Council meet with young members of the Braunton Youth Club on Wednesday 19 February at 7.00pm in the Council Chamber to discuss with them their concerns.

b. the Council publishes an article in the March Braunton Express raising awareness of the public consultation.

c. the Council considers its formal response to the consultation at its next Additional meeting on Monday 24 February 2014.
