7 members of the public.
A Parishioner addressed the Council regarding planning application 65778.  He had witnessed gradual overdevelopment of the Saunton area for a number of years.  This is the third planning application to be submitted for this site.  The first application in 2009 was for a modest 6 bedroom dwelling. In 2016 an application was submitted for an 8 bedroom dwelling with master pent house.  The usual allowed development of a site is between 6-20%, whereas application 65778 is intending to develop approximately 70% of the site.  Proposing two semi-detached dwellings but only providing one garage.  There are no details on how the applicant proposes to split the existing narrow garden.  If approved this application will result in increased parking, noise and light pollution.  It would also set a precedent for other single dwellings to become two dwellings.  This is overdevelopment and should be refused.
It was proposed by the Chair and unanimously agreed to move item 13 on the agenda ‘Village Green Enhancements’ forward to be taken after item 8 ‘Action Sheet’ and item 9 (g – 65697) to be taken after item 9 (a – 65778).

	Report from Devon County Councillor


	The County Cllr sent her apologies. Her written report was sent out to members prior to the meeting.
Members expressed their concerns that the County Council’s proposal to move the Zebra Crossing on Saunton Road closer to Kingsacre School would not help to slow traffic down on approach to the village. Cllr Bunyard explained that the existing Zebra Crossing is not legally compliant.  

Cllr Shapland was alarmed to learn that the County Council are struggling to fund the High Needs Block of the Dedicated Schools Grant in Devon.  Any funding that detracts from the funding that schools get should be deplored.

Cllr Shapland further commented that the lack of care homes in Devon is due the County Council closing its care homes located in densely populated areas such as Ilfracombe etc.

	Report from North Devon District Councillors


	Cllr Mrs Chesters had attended a Licencing Meeting regarding the New Animal Activities.  Animal activities such as dog breeding, riding schools, kennels and catteries need to be licenced.  There is a new 25 page document that people are required to complete.  The purpose of the new Act is to help prevent illegal dog breeding practises and ensure animal welfare.

The district councillors attended an Overview and Scrutiny meeting.  According to head staff at the Health Trust funding is no longer an issues but they are struggling to attract new staff.

Cllr Spear reported that the Supplementary Air Quality Policy had been drafted by North Devon Council planning but it was waiting for feedback from Torridge District Council before going out to formal consultation.

b. The Council considered a summary of proposals received from Devon County Council regarding potential highway measures, which could be implemented in Braunton in order to support air quality improvements.  Devon County Council have requested the Parish to prioritise these potential highway measures in order for the County to be able to allocate funding in its 2019/20 budget.  
RESOLVED: That the Council requests Devon County Council to prioritises the following highway measures to be implemented in Braunton. 
i. Microprocessor Optimised Vehicle Activation (MOVA) upgrading the current traffic signals at the Square.  MOVA reacts to different traffic demands to modify the timings of the lights and manage traffic more efficiently.
ii. Introduce improved passing places for the Braunton Burrows route to the south west of the village. This would not be aimed at promoting this route as an alternative to the B3231 Saunton Road.  But could support increased use by light traffic.  The route could also be promoted as a tourist route.

c. Members discussed other issues relating to air quality in Braunton, including: -
· South Street – where possible pedestrian pavements to be introduced to encourage people to walk into the village.  Currently many people choose to drive the length of South Street due to safety. 

· Implement a 20 mph limit (not zone) in areas of Braunton. 

· Upgrade the Zebra Crossing on Chaloners Road to a signal light crossing.  But the Council has grave concerns regarding Devon County Council’s proposal to remove their crossing personnel in Caen Street.  Local schools need to be consulted and there is limited time in order to conduct this consultation before the end of January when the County will set its budget.
· Install a Zebra Crossing at Southmead School on Wrafton Road to encourage parents to walk to their children to school.
