	Braunton Flood Update
	The Council considered a report by the Clerk regarding the installation of a pumping station in Caen Street.
RESOLVED: That:

a. The Council has no objections to Devon County Council closing the Caen Street Car Park entrance from 11 September to 1 December 2017, to enable them to install a new pumping station.

b. The entrance to be replaced with either new paving or tarmac, and a raised crossing to be installed making it safer for pedestrians to cross.

c. The Council to give permission for the pumping station controls panel to be installed on its flower bed at the gable end of the John Wensley’s building nearest to the river.

d. The Council agrees to take on the ownership of the pumping station and will be liable for:

i. annual servicing

ii. regular monitoring and monthly start-up, staff to be trained to carry this out in house.

iii. Appointment of a maintenance company to be on standby in the event of a failure of the pumping station.

iv. to annually grease flap-valve via manhole manually.

v. insure the pumping station

e. The Council agrees to allow Devon County Council’s contractor to put their compound in the Caen Street Overflow Car Park, subject to the County Council agreeing to reline the Overflow Car Park prior to the summer holidays.

f. Devon County Council to install foundations on the Village Green adjacent the river suitable to hold a 20ft Christmas tree.
g. Devon County Council to turf the gravelled area on the Village Green adjacent to the river following completion of the works.
