	Cllr Mrs Chesters reported that she had attended two planning site meetings.  The site meeting at Velator was attended by the Environment Agency she raised concerns regarding potential flooding but the Environment Agency seemed to be of the opinion that issues regarding flooding could be overcome. 
Cllr Spear updated Members regarding the Air Quality Action Plan (AQAP) which had now been submitted to DEFRA.  As soon as DEFRA have signed off the plan it will be the responsibility of Devon County Council to publically consult and provide options to mitigate air pollution.

	Velator Quay

	Cllr Lord informed the Council that it has successfully claimed £51,194 European funding via the Fisheries Local Action Group.  It would be claiming a further £6,392 towards the cost of the interpretation boards and seating, which would be installed next month.
The issue with the Pontoon tipping during certain tides has now been resolved and the additional fixings will be installed later this month.

Cllr Bonds had received complaints that boat owners were parking on the turning head.  It was confirmed that ‘No Parking’ signs would be erected and if boat owners continued to park on the turning head the Council would send letters.

	The Council considered Devon County Councils ‘Tough Choices’ consultation regarding proposals to reduce public transport.

The Council expressed its disappointment at the County’s proposal to withdraw the Tuesday 303 bus service serving West Down, Braunton and Heanton Punchardon.  Members were concerned that this would have a significant adverse impact on the elderly, the disabled and low paid, and those in poor health. 

The Council did not feel that the County had done enough to consult with the public regarding its cuts to services including care, highways, libraries and youth provisions.  If the County had entered into discussion with the Parish Council regarding these reductions in services it might have been possible to explore ways of retaining these services.

a. the Council do not support the proposed reductions to the 303 bus service.

b. the Council enters into discussion with other Town/Parish Councils regarding the lack of communication by the County regarding cuts to their services.
