Public Participation 

A parishioner, on behalf of Love Braunton, expressed objection to the findings contained in North Devon Council’s (NDC) Air Quality Annual Status Report (ASR) 2017 and NDCs Air Quality ASR 2018. Both reports appear to contain serious inconsistencies, are misleading, have incorrectly applied scientific theory and therefore have reached the wrong conclusions. Love Braunton note that the Parish Council will consider both reports under item 12 on the Agenda at this meeting.  They recommend that these reports are not approved until the issues presented in Love Braunton’s letter of objection, dated 9 August 2018, have been clarified and resolved.  The parishioner explained that a parish councillor among others were waiting for responses from NDC officers.   The parishioner gave a short demonstration regarding air quality.
A parishioner expressed objection regarding planning application 65001 as the amended Geotechnical Report still does not meet the Appeal Condition 6.  The resubmission of application 65001 was due to the NDC Case Officer’s comments in his email to the applicant dated 16 July.  The parishioner does not believe that the amendment to the Geotechnical Report is fit for purpose.  The developer contacting the LPA in the event of contamination occurring during the construction in addition to Ruddlesden undertaking an initial investigation does not constitute a plan, which is required as clearly stated in the second paragraph of Condition 6.

	Braunton Air Quality Management Area (AQMA)
	a. Council considered the draft notes from the meeting held on the 27 July 2018 with Peter Heaton-Jones MP, North Devon Council and Devon County Council.  The draft notes were circulated to all members prior to the meeting. 

The Clerk advised that NDC officers had been unable to respond to the actions contained in the notes due to annual leave.

The Clerk read out to members the following amendment received from Cllr de Groot.  Paragraph four, on page two, to be removed and replaced with the following.
Councillor de Groot requested “Given the technical and methodological issues that we have identified in the air quality monitoring process, what assurances can be given that any interventions funded will be adequate to bring the air pollution down to a safe level?”
Jeremy Mann replied, "It's important that we get cracking and that we track our success, that we have Braunton Parish Council and North Devon Council on the same page."
Andy Cole said, "The annual status report data was for last year. The AQAP is on a different document. I appreciate that we have reached a stalling point, but progress has been made and the action plan is a live document. We are absolutely open to incorporating any other ideas that come from discussions. If Braunton Parish Council has ideas Tracey can put them forward there can be discussions between BPC and NDC on some of the actions. We are open to including any other measures that might come forward."
Jeremy Mann said, "It is important that surveillance is ongoing, that we don't assume we've cracked it."
Caroline Chugg said, "We've got to the point where we can do something."
RESOLVED: That the notes with the amendment as detailed above be approved as a correct record of the meeting and adopted by Council, attached as Appendix B.

b. Council considered the findings in NDCs Air Quality ASR 2017 and Air Quality ASR 2018.  Members discussed the content of the reports.  Cllr de Groot stated that a proper discussion could not be had without the information from NDC, as requested at the meeting held on the 27 July.  She further explained that there are alleged discrepancies within the two reports. DEFRA relies on local accountability by accepting the content of these reports if the air quality guidelines broaden it could result in the Braunton AQMA being open to challenge. Cllr Bonds expressed concern that by postponing a decision regarding the two reports this would further delay the implementation of the measures within the Air Quality Action Plan (AQAP). 
Proposed by Cllr de Groot and seconded by Cllr Wood that consideration of NDCs Air Quality ASR 2017 and Air Quality ASR 2018 be postponed until the requested information had been received from NDC.  A vote was taken and the results were:
