	Live Well in Braunton
	The Chair of the Live Well in Braunton addressed the Council. She explained that it has an active committee of 10 people who are very supportive and all are doing their bit to make this new initiative work. They now have a logo as a result of a competition run at Braunton Academy which was sponsored by the Perrigo social club.  The Committee have also drafted the job description for the new post of Community Connector.  The Live Well in Braunton website and Directory are in the process of being developed using the money generously donated from the Chairman’s Civic Service held earlier this year.   The Braunton Rotary Club are sponsoring the printing of the Directory and it will also be on their website which will be accessible to all.  Local GPs will be provided with a copy of the Directory so they have quick access to information and signposting.  The Committee are currently applying to Fullabrook CIC to equip the new post of Community Connector with office equipment.  The Committee would request if the Parish Council would support the new post by providing a ‘hot desk’ for them to use in the Braunton Community Work Hub.  They plan to employ a Community Connector for 18 hours a week – salary £20,000 pro-rata.
RESOLVED: That the Council agreed to offer Live Well in Braunton a grant of £1,200 to fund a ‘hot desk’ in the Braunton Community Work Hub for 2.5 days per week for 48 weeks of the year (12 months excluding holidays).
