The money was raised through various fundraising activities including bucket collections by Braunton Caen Rotary Wheels (£132.13) and local buskers (£146.16); public collections via L Clarke and Sons, Slees, Top N Tails (£548.09); Just Giving (£666.08), Braunton Community Chat (£65), as well as  donations from the Vivian Moon Foundation (£464.86) and Compass CHC (£1000).
