A member of the public spoke on behalf of Love Braunton re:

i) South Park Development (65113) - A Temporary Traffic Regulation Order has been imposed for 1 year on residents of South Park. This will run from 30 April 2019, from 8am-6pm Monday to Friday and 9am-1pm on Saturday with a possible extension to 18 months.  LB believes this to be an imposition and should be challenged.  Locals had not been consulted although LB was told by Devon County Council that they believed Chichester Homes were going to do a leaflet drop.  The Construction Management Plan was attached as an appendix to the Construction and Ecological Management Plan on 10/9/18.  In this appendix, there was nothing to suggest a road closure would be put in place, no statements and no conditions. The Developer is now actively constructing.  In addition, hedges are being lost and there is a lack of ecological management.  They have cut more back than they should.  There has been no response from Bob Pedlar regarding this matter.
ii) Halsinger (64652) - Love Braunton object to the appeal and will be submitting a written representation.  Due diligence activity is required on the applicant JT Utilities who appear to be only a Groundworks company.  It was mentioned that the site could allow for more than the 5 units currently proposed.  
A Parishioner said the residents of Halsinger are in full support to challenge the appeal (re 64652) and will all be submitting written responses.

Comment:
Braunton Parish council wishes to recommend refusal and reiterates its previous reasons listed below but in addition to include:

· Concerns regarding access to Boode Road via Church Street - very narrow, has potential tipping points and is chaos when vehicles meet.
· Safety of vehicles and condition of access roads which are crumbling at the sides.
· Concerns regarding fuel delivery route and possible fuel pollution to wetland areas.  
· Fire safety considerations - no water supply in village for fire brigade.
· Disturbance to farmland – excavation of a 2km trench.

· Lifetime of plant is 25 years and locks residents out of the grid.
Reply to re-consultation 5th July 2018 and 12th April 2018:

· Inadequate road network and poor highway access to the site.  An increase in the volume of traffic and HGVs accessing the site will result in unsafe highway conditions.
· The development will have a significant impact on the safety of pedestrians as there is no lighting or footpaths only a single-track lane with inadequate visibility due to hills and blind bends.
· Concerns regarding increased localise surface water flooding due to the inadequate provision of surface water runoff on the access roads.
· Adverse negative environmental impact on the character of the landscape as the proposal will harm local wildlife and result in the loss of important wildlife habitat.
· Creeping industrialisation in the countryside.
· The scale and use, is such that it appears to be entirely out of character with its surroundings.
· Unacceptable intrusion on neighbouring residents in the form of noise nuisance.
· The scale of works will have an overbearing impact on the surrounding area and neighbouring properties.
· Concerns regarding impact on poor air quality.  Braunton already has a declared Air Quality Management Area and this would exacerbate the existing problem.
· The site is considered to be in an unsustainable location for industrial development due to its lack of safe accessibility on the existing road network.
· Unacceptable proposed transport route via Boode as the existing road network is unsuitable for the use of HGVs.
· Insufficient grid connectivity a gas generation facility should be considered in an area where a mains gas infrastructure already exists.
