Members considered a letter received from Mrs Prosper objecting to this application as the planning application 60671, to convert the dwelling into 5 apartments, had previously been refused by the Local Planning Authority and dismissed by the Planning Inspectorate at Appeal.  The Clerk read to members an email dated 8 December to Mrs Prosper from the North Devon Planning Enforcement.  The Enforcement Officer had stated that once the Lawful Development Certificate had been approved the property would be monitored to ensure that it complies with the Lawful Development Certificate and that it is not occupied by more than 6 persons.

Comment:
Braunton Parish Council understands that as the LPA do not operate any Article 4 directions applications for change of use to C4 multiple occupancy (up to 6 individuals) are permitted development.  As the Parish Council is unable to approve or refuse permitted developments it would request that the LPA considers applying the following conditions to this application.

· No one should take up residency until a licence for house in multiple occupancy (HMO) has been granted.

· Visibility when entering the highway should be improved as the there are concerns that the visibility splay entering onto Lower Park Road is inadequate for the increased number of vehicles entering the highway due to on-street parking within the vicinity.  

· Sufficient cycle storage should be provided for each occupant to encourage alternative greener travel options.

· An Electric Vehicle (EV) Charge Point should be provided to encourage the uptake of EVs as Braunton has a declared Air Quality Management Area (AQMA).
