b. the Parish Council grants consent for the Museum of British Surfing to hire desk space to Surfing GB, subject to the hire not exceeding 3 months at any one time.

c. the Parish Council grants consent for the Museum of British Surfing to hire out the Green Room to Caen Caterpillars, subject to the hire not exceeding 3 months at any one time.
d. the Museum of British Surfing is responsible for complying with the terms of its lease, as well as any statutory obligations to its hirers including the provision of necessary licences, legislation and other requirements.
e. the Parish Council would like to reiterate that the Museum of British Surfing can only hire out the premises to a community or charitable group or for fund raising purposes. It is not permitted to provide hire for commercial use or individual parties.
