	North Devon Council’s Allocation of Section 106 Funding in Braunton

	The Council noted that the North Devon Executive would be agreeing the allocation of section 106 monies in Braunton at its meeting on 6 June 2016. The four District Councillors have been requested by a District officer whether they support the allocation of £58,618 to the Braunton BMX Club towards the construction of a Regional Track.  

The Parish Council noted that it had not received a response from North Devon Council regarding its previous concerns expressed, in relation to the amount of section 106 monies being allocated to the construction of a Regional BMX Track in the Parish of Heanton Punchardon.   At a recent meeting with the Club it confirmed that quotations ranging from £102k to £166k for the supply and installation of a Regional Standard Track had been obtained.  

The Council supports Braunton BMX Club and would like to see it succeed but the following concerns should be addressed by North Devon Council, prior to it allocating such a substantial amount of Section 106 monies towards this project: -

· Since 2014 the Club’s membership has declined from 100 to 43 members, 8 of which are active riders and it is felt that this is a substantial amount of money with potentially a small number of local people benefitting.
· There is no evidence of funds raised by the club.

· There are concerns regarding increased traffic congestion in the Village during Regional events, which could potentially further impact on North Devon Council’s designated Air Quality Management Area (AQMA).

· There are currently no provisions for parking by those attending the Regional events.  
· There is no agreement regarding what will happen to the Track if Braunton BMX Club folds. 

RESOLVED:  That the
a. Clerk be instructed to write to North Devon Council Executive confirming its support for the Braunton BMX Club but considering the information provided to date and the unresolved concerns expressed by members, the Parish Council would at this stage, only support North Devon Council’s previous proposed allocation of £25k of Section 106 monies towards the construction of a Regional Standard BMX Track in the Parish of Heanton Punchardon.

b. Council to support the Braunton BMX Club by writing to Barnstaple Town Council and Ilfracombe Town Council requesting if they would be willing to provide funding towards the construction of a Regional Track, as historically 20% of the Club’s membership was from Barnstaple and 10% from the Ilfracombe area.

c. Council to write to Heanton Punchardon Parish Council to request if it would be willing to provide funding towards the construction of a Regional Track, as the site is in their Parish.

d. Council requests confirmation in writing from North Devon Council, as to when a decision regarding the allocation of the Section 106 monies to the Braunton BMX Club needs to be made. If an extension to consider the allocation of Section 106 monies could be granted this would provide sufficient time for the concerns expressed to be resolved.

	Braunton Neighbourhood Plan

	RESOLVED: That

a. under the relevant legislation as set out in the Neighbourhood Planning (General) Regulations 2012 [“the regulations”], the Council to submit an application to North Devon Council for designation of a Neighbourhood area, to include the whole of the Parish of Braunton.
b. the Parish Council considers the defined area to be appropriate for designation for the following reasons: 

i. The area includes the entire area in the administrative jurisdiction of Braunton Parish which serves the communities of Braunton, Knowle and Saunton.

ii. The proposed area includes the entire Parish of Braunton and therefore boundaries are already identified.

iii. The area has been the subject of previous community-led planning exercises in the form of the Braunton Parish Plan dated June 2006.

iv. The parish as a whole is set to accommodate considerable levels of development during the period of the emerging North Devon & Torridge Local Plan. It is important that this development is delivered in a way that respects all the different settlements within the parish and the undeveloped areas that prevent their merging, with the attendant loss of individual identity this would entail. This necessitates the whole parish being covered by the designated area.
v. The Parish Council will work with the North Devon Council and its residents from all parts of the parish to form the plan.
