Mr Rendle a local resident explained that in recent months the situation of anti social behaviour late at night had improved.  This is partly due to the George Hotel having a doorman on from 8pm on Friday and Saturday nights.  He has however seen customers enter the premises after 10:30 pm even though there is a notice on the door stating that ‘no entry will be permitted after 10:30 pm’. The residents are concerned that the problem of drinkers going between SQ and the George Hotel might escalate again over the Christmas period.  

Cllr Mrs Chesters advised that residents could request a review of the premises licence if the problems persist.

The Crime Prevention Officer advised that if the community want to install CCTV cameras in the streets this would need to be done in conjunction with the licensed premises.   Unless a Camera achieves ‘Recognition of a Known Person’ it is unlikely to be used by the police to identify a person for prosecution in a court of law. This can be achieved by capturing a head and shoulder image of a person entering or exiting licenced premises.  
The Crime Prevention Officer further advised that an alternative method to prevent crime could be ‘Street Marshals’.  These are licenced and trained doorman who patrol the streets late evening when the pubs are closing.  Their role is to move people on encouraging them to go home and if required administer first aid.  Street Marshals in other areas have been successful and jointly funded by licenced premises and Safer North Devon.

Members noted that a static CCTV system in the village centre would cost approximately £6,500 plus ongoing annual running costs.  

RESOLVED: That the Council invites licensed premises in Braunton to a meeting to discuss crime prevention measures in the village.  It further RESOLVED that licenced premises be requested whether they would be interested in supporting and working in partnership with the Council and community to adopt crime prevention measures for Braunton.

RESOLVED: That the Council reinstates Standing Orders.

Wind energy development

RESOLVED: Braunton Parish Council have deferred making any comment as the maps in the appendices were very poor quality and difficult to interpret as there was no clear key provided. The Council are eager to make representation regarding the proposed changes but are unable to respond until better quality maps can be provided.
ST18: Affordable Housing on Development Sites
RESOLVED: Braunton Parish Council agrees in principle with the spirit of what North Devon Council is trying to achieve and it considers the proposed changes will support the allocation of “affordable housing” for people who live or work in the North Devon area.  

ST19A: Starter Homes Exception Sites

RESOLVED: Braunton Parish Council agrees in principle with the proposed changes to ST19A but it would like to suggest that the proposed five year period for first time buyers to occupy the dwelling to prevent resale or letting of the property should be extended.  The Council further recommends that if the property is sold or let earlier then the stipulated time period, part of the proposed discount of up to 20% below the market value should be repaid.
