Ben Eardley presented the results of the Renewable Energy Feasibility Study in Braunton including: 

· Lobb Football Field – Ground Mount Solar PV
· Velator SWW Site – Ground/roof Mount Solar PV
· Braunton Academy and Southmead – Ground/roof mount solar PV
· Kingsacre School – Roof mounted solar PV
· Surf Museum and Countryside Centre – Log boiler heating system
· The Beacon and Old Quarry Woodland – Woodland management logs for labour
It was proposed and unanimously agreed that, in view of the confidential nature of the business to be transacted, the following matters be taken in the absence of press and public (Public (Admissions to Meetings) Act 1960) as the items contain exempt information as defined by the Local Government Act 1972 Sch. 12a Pt (3).
