RESOLVED: That the Council makes the following response: -

i. Proposals 1, 2 and 3 – Gritting and snow clearing fleet, Gritting and snow clearing routes and Grit bins.
·   strongly disagree with proposals 1, 2 and 3 as the financial savings do not justify the cuts to existing services.

·   the savings are very low and the consequences of cutting this service would be far greater especially in rural communities.

·   The impact regarding these proposed cuts in service would impact across the community including: schools, elderly and those with mobility issues.

·   Nationally there have been concerns regarding an increase in bad weather.  If these cuts were to go ahead rural communities would become even more isolated.

ii. Proposal 4 – Picnic sites
Strongly disagree as these rest areas allow tired motorists to safely leave the highway and take a break from driving. Selling off these areas could endanger the lives of motorist using the A361 and A39
iii. Proposal 5 – Grass cutting
Strongly disagree the financial savings do not justify the cuts to existing services. 

iv. Proposal 6 – Weed treatment
Strongly disagree the Principle Authority has a statutory duty to remove certain noxious weeds

v. Proposal 7 – Parish Lengthsmen Service
Strongly disagree cuts to these services would increase the risk of flooding in communities.

vi. Proposal 8 – Neighbourhood Highway Team
· Strongly disagree the response time from Devon County Council is already appalling. Further cuts to frontline staff will mean that existing services will deteriorate further.
· The Council Chairman and Clerk to attend the Parish Forum on Wednesday 3 December at the Civic Centre and bring outstanding highway issues in Braunton to the attention of Mr John Hart, Leader Devon County Council.
