· Inadequate parking provisions which is already a huge problem. More housing equals more traffic from visitors, deliveries and more residents etc.

· Increase of cars and the safety implications this will have on children playing and elderly residents. Residents have already witnessed near misses with cars coming around the corner having to pass cars parked along the corner in Westmead Close, as young children play on or around the road/green area.

· The trees are well established, planted in memory of deceased residents of Westmead House and are also home to wildlife. 
· The children play on green it has always been used by public in and around the Close for recreational purposes.
