	Devon and Torbay Suicide Prevention Alliance (DTSPA)
	The Chair welcomed to the meeting Marie Ash and Russ Drayton from the DTSPA.

DTSPA was established by volunteers and works closely with the emergency services and other organisations to raise awareness, develop support strategies and to share information to prevent suicide and provide support for those affected by suicide.

Marie Ash and Russ Drayton were among those who attended a meeting at the House of Commons to establish a Devon wide suicide prevention strategy based on the following seven priorities: -
1. Reduce the risk of suicide in high risk groups

2. Tailor approaches to improve mental health in specific groups

3. Reduce the means of access to suicide.

4. Provide better information and support to those bereaved or affected by suicide.

5. Support the media in delivering sensitive approaches to suicide and suicidal behaviour.

6. Support research, data collection and monitoring.

7. Reduce rates of self harm as a key indicator of suicide risk. 

Marie Ash and Russ Drayton shared statistics and facts with the Council detailed in their presentation, attached as Appendix A.
The aims of the DTSPA is to find and share resources which offer hope and support to those in distress and considering taking their own lives. It also offers support and helps plan effective interventions for personnel in the service industry such as care-workers, fire services and ambulance crews.  These service providers are usually the first on the scene in an emergency and what they witness might have a profound and lasting emotional impact. 

DTSPA also provide a range of suicide prevention training designed to equip people with intervention skills.  The alliance has Safetalk trainers and Approved Suicide Intervention Skills Trainers (ASIST). All trainers are affiliated to DTSPA as well as the South West Zero Suicide Collaborative. Additionally, the Orchid Community and Associates Ltd organises Specialist Suicide prevention and intervention training in partnership with Changeworks training, Pete’s Dragons and the wider Alliance.

DTSPA are involved with many project across the Region.  It works collaboratively with Recovery Devon and Devon Recovery Learning Community to support mental well-being.  Those wanting to take their own lives are not always suffering with mental health.  Research indicates that 74% of those who suicided were not in touch with mental health services 12 months prior to their death.  Suicide prevention is a community wide issue and could affect anyone.
The Council thanked Marie Ash and Russ Drayton for their informative presentation and for the work they had both done towards setting up the DTSPA.

	Live Well in Braunton
	Cllr Parsons explained that she is a member on the Live Well in Braunton Committee.  The initiative was established by Dr. Susanna Hill and its purpose is to build a ‘Community Network’ recognising all of the organisations within Braunton.  Once the ‘Community Network’ has been set up it will help to direct people who are suffering from loneliness and isolation and improve their health and wellbeing.  The Braunton Academy have supported this initiative by taking part in a competition to design a logo.  

Cllr Parsons reported that she is currently working on establishing an Adults Directory, similar to the Sports Directory she has previously published.  The Directory will list details on the different clubs functioning in Braunton and help link the different community groups together.  She requested if Members would forward her any details they had regarding clubs that they know of in Braunton.
