	Members considered a request from Barnstaple Town Council seeking financial assistance towards the short / long term funding to enable the North Devon Records Office and Local Studies Centre to remain in Barnstaple.  Devon County Council can no longer provide adequate funding for the South West Heritage Trust to run the facility in Barnstaple and it is proposed that the service will move to Exeter.  It is estimated that the annual cost for the service to remain in Barnstaple would be in the region of £60,000.  Devon County Council will continue to provide part of the running costs but there will be a significant shortfall.  The Parish Council is keen to see this valuable service remain local but it would not be in a position to commit any financial assistance as it has already committed funds to local projects and the provision of other local services which have also been cut by the Principle Authority.
RESOLVED:  That the Council is unable to commit to the provision of financial assistance towards the annual running costs of the North Devon Records Office and Local Studies Centre in Barnstaple.  It requests that Barnstaple Town Council keeps its informed of any progress regarding the future of the service.
