	The Chairman welcomed Neil Hampson to the meeting.

Braunton and North Devon Christmas Market
Neil Hampson requested if the Council would grant him permission to use the Caen Street Car Park, Overflow Car Park and Village Green on Saturday 2 December 2017 for the 3rd consecutive Christmas Market in Braunton. 

RESOLVED: That the Council grants permission for the 2017 Braunton and North Devon Christmas Market to be held in the Caen Street Car Park and surrounding areas owned by the Parish Council on Saturday 2 December 2017.

Braunton Big Summer Bash

Neil requested permission to hold a summer community event on the Recreation Ground in Braunton on Saturday 8 July 2017.  The event would run from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. and include:

· Local musicians

· Dance groups

· Arts and crafts

· Local deli

· Charity stalls

· Farmers market

· Cider, local ales and prosecco bar

· Food traders

· Kids rides and attractions

· Central performance arena

A Temporary Events Notice (TEN) would be applied for and provisions made to have 8 Security Industry Authority (SIA) staff at entrances/exits to the site.  Welfare facility would include:
· Use of the Pavilion W/Cs

· Shaded areas strategically placed around the site

· Recycling facilities

· Fire Marshal

· Fenced off licenced area, no glass permitted

The event, if granted permission by the Council to go ahead, will provide the following benefits:

· utilise open space in the centre of the village

· increase footfall and keep tourists in the village

· raise Braunton’s profile

· benefit local businesses

Neil Hampson explained that some of the money raised at both events would be donated to local charities and invested back into the village by:

· Providing a 20ft Christmas tree for the Village Green.

· Providing a Trauma Pack for the village which could be used in the event of an emergency.

· Fund defibrillator signs and litter signs in the village

Cllr Mrs Chesters felt that these events were fantastic for the village.  She requested if accounts had been kept showing income and expenditure.  Neil responded that past events had been done on a voluntary basis but he did hope to turn it into a small business in the future and accounts would then need to be kept.  He confirmed that commercial pitches are charged a £50 per pitch but there is no charge for charity stalls.  The event expenses such as bins, barriers, lighting, marketing etc. are taking out of the income and the rest donated to charities with a surplus carried forward towards future events.  He would be happy to provide the Council with copies of the accounts for future events.  

Cllr De Groot supported both events as they would promote local businesses and the community.  If Neil intends to run the events as a small social enterprise in the future she did not see a problem with this.
