	Members considered the current County Council public consultation on the Devon Youth Service and its proposal to move away from being an open access, universal facility to become a service providing targeted support for those young people most in need.  This would mean that Devon County Council would no longer need to manage and run any local youth centres.

RESOLVED: That the Council’s response to the consultation to include the following points: -

a. Request clarification as to what is exactly meant by ‘targeted youth service’.

b. Concerns that by diverting to a targeted service this would remove prevention measures currently available via the open access, universal service and more young people will end up in targeted care.

c. Concerns that the County Council only intends to provide its statutory services in the future.

d. Concerns that the removal of a universal service in Braunton will result in an increase in anti-social behaviour in the community.

e. Devon County Council should continue to provide some form of universal care within the community.
