	Police Representation


	The Chairman welcomed PC Mark Langworthy to the meeting.  He reported that in the same period last year there was 67 crimes compared to 48 crimes for this year.  There were 2 dwelling burglaries, 2 thefts from vehicles at Vellator, 2 cases of bodily harm and 1 common assault.  PC Langworthy commented that Braunton had been very quiet with most cases of crime taking place in the outlying parishes.

	Provision of Additional Equipment and Playing of Football – Mowstead Road Play Area


	The Chairman informed members of the contents of a letter received from Mr Paul Marquardt of Cavie Road, Braunton that outlined his concerns regarding the playing of football at Mowstead Play Area.  He commented on the disturbance that this can cause and highlighted the no-age limit on ball games being played in the area.  Older teenagers and adults playing football was an issue also.  A further letter received from Mr Marquardt gave information of adult males playing football in the area with evidence of alcohol and he supported this with photographs that he had taken from his property.

The Chairman enquired whether the police had received any reports of such disturbances.  PC Langworthy confirmed that he was not aware of any reports and requested a copy of the details so that he could follow this up.  It was AGREED to provide PC Langworthy with copies of the letters in order for him to take this forward and report back to Council at a later meeting.

The Chairman thanked PC Langworthy for his report and he left the meeting at this point.

	Rent Review for Braunton Library


	The Chairman informed members that negotiation had taken place between Council’s appointed valuator, Webbers, and Devon County Council that subject to Council’s approval, the revised rent for the Rent Review due on 11 September 2010, will be £1,250 per annum.  This was AGREED.

	Report of Incident Involving Ride-on Mowing Machine – Friday 4 June 2010


	The Chairman invited the Assistant Parish Clerk to report on a collision incident that had taken place on Friday, 4 June 2010.  Whilst Mr Dungey, the Maintenance Man, was proceeding to South View allotments site a vehicle turning left into Gubbins Lane, from its junction with South Street, had collided head on with the mower followed by another shunt in quick succession.  A second vehicle was also involved.

The vehicle was covered by a motor insurance policy and a plant and equipment insurance policy and both insurance companies had been contacted and the necessary claim procedure was underway.  The vehicle had been recovered to Gliddon and Squire of Barnstaple and a quotation had been received in the sum of £1,200 plus VAT, which would be forwarded to the relevant insurance company.

Mr Dungey sustained grazing and bruising to his lower lumber region and was unable to report for normal working duties for the rest of the week. Mr Dungey had further attended North Devon Hospital and his GP and had now been signed off normal working duties for a further two weeks.

This incident had been reported to the Health and Safety Executive as an over 3 days injury had occurred.

It was AGREED to write to Mr Dungey to send Council’s best wishes to him regarding this unfortunate incident.
