	Old Railway Line

Boundary Wall Scurfield Close and 

Embankment from Butts Path to Georgeham Cross


	It was AGREED to a site visit on Thursday 5 April 2007 at 9.00am to view the state of the wall and embankment in order for a decision to be made.

	Removal of Tree in Boundary Bank Adjacent to Caen Street Car Park


	The tree adjacent to the Medical Centre was causing blockage of the drain in the corner of the car park and flooding of the area.  It was AGREED that the tree had previously been pruned which had not improved the situation and that it should be removed.

	Encroachment and Erection of Satellite Dishes on Council Owned Land at the Old Quarry


	It was AGREED firstly to register the land within the ownership of the Council.  It was also AGREED to investigate the possibility and costs of the sale of the land and to look at the issue of encroachment and satellite dishes when this had been done.

	Future Ongoing Risk Management at Vellator Quay


	The report that Council had commissioned regarding the Quay stated that a collapse could happen due to an adverse tide or a heavy load on the Quay area.  As a result Council had closed it to vehicular traffic.  It was not suggested that there was any immediate danger to pedestrians.  However, a letter was sent to the Northern Devon Coast and Countryside Service for their information and possible action, as they managed the South West Coastal Path beside the Quay.

It was AGREED that in the light of the letter from Council’s solicitors further correspondence would be sent to the Northern Coast and Countryside Service informing them of the advice from the solicitors and asking for their help in this matter and seeking their advice on any action, which may need to be taken.  It was AGREED that it maybe be necessary to highlight the line of the path and erect signs to advise walkers using the path not to go onto the Quay area.

At the last Full Council meeting on 12 March 2007 Council had received a letter from the Tarka Foundation who were looking at Vellator Quay for one of four possible locations for a boat and ancillary maritime training, repair and construction facility working in partnership with Council.  Council were enthusiastic about this project and had given its support and were looking forward to receiving further details in due course.  

It was therefore AGREED that any plans for remedial action would form part of the proposals and that no further action would be taken at this time.  It was AGREED that the situation should be reviewed in 12 months time when the progress of the project would be known.



	Asbestos Remedial Works to Parish Hall
	Despite many attempts the company who had undertaken the original report had not provided a quotation for the remedial works. Further quotations had been sought and one had been received and one was still awaited.  Notts Contractors had provided quotations for all the works and another breaking it down into separate areas.  It was AGREED that as it was no longer possible to carry out the works in the timescale planned, due to having to get permission from the Environment Agency, and the sums of money involved, to pursue the outstanding quotation for comparison purposes.



	Tarmacing Works to Flagged Area Adjacent to Bakehouse centre  


	Devon County Council Highways had agreed to undertake these works, at no cost to the Parish, whilst doing the works to the pavements in Caen Street, however these had been stopped.  It was AGREED to investigate the reason for the cessation of the repairs, and whether the work would recommence at some point in the future before considering any other quotations.



	Valuations for Insurance Purposes and Update of Asset Register - Parish Hall, Bakehouse Centre, Station House and Youth Centre

Replacement Flagpole in Memorial Gardens

Replacement Gate at Recreation Ground Exeter Road
	The Chairman informed the meeting that valuations had been last carried out in 2002 and were required for insurance purposes and to keep the asset register up-to-date. 

 It was AGREED to contact Mr Dean Warmington to see if he would be prepared to undertake the valuations.

It was AGREED to purchase an 8 metre aluminium flagpole with an internal halyard at a cost of £504.00 plus VAT.
