	Police Representation


	The Chairman read an email received from PC Langworthy regarding the crime figures for the last month.  There have been 3 reported crimes 2 thefts and 1 assault.  

The Chairman also notified members that PCSO Andy Frisby had received complaints from Park Villas regarding balls being kicked over the Recreation Ground boundary fence and hitting adjacent properties in Park Villas.  He has requested that the Council investigate installing netting above the fence to prevent balls being kicked over.  It was noted that the goal post at the opposite end of the Recreation Ground was being well used and that perhaps the Police should encourage the youth to use the goal post provided. The Council agreed to work with the Police to find a suitable solution to prevent balls being kicked over the boundary fence at Park Villas.

	Report from Devon County Councillor


	The Chairman read to Members a report received from Cllr Mrs Chugg in her absence.

The County Council have issued a drainage report following the December flooding.  Mr Stewart a County officer has offered to attend a future Council meeting to explain the report if necessary.  Reports of the drains backing up during heavy rainfall are still being received.  All drains out through to Saunton Road have been flushed and cleared by the County Council.

Cllr Mrs Chugg has requested that the hazard sign and sandbag outside Caen School be removed.  Highways originally put the sign there because the pathway is sub standard and there is no money in the budget at present to carry out repairs.

Designs for recommended works to Butts Path have been submitted and the County are now waiting for contractors to submit their Tenders to carry out the work required.  Drainage consent from the Environment Agency will also need to be obtained.

Cllr Mrs Chugg recently attended a Health and Wellbeing (H&WB) Scrutiny workshop. The H&WB’s ensure that services work together to respond to communities’ needs and priorities.  They involve people and community organisations, including elected representatives.  They inform Clinical Commissioning Groups and local authorities when they commission services.  The Boards promote joint and joined-up commissioning as a means of enabling integration and partnership working across areas.  The Health Scrutiny Committee has a vital role in examining and provision and delivery of H&WB services in order to review quality and effectiveness.  The Scrutiny Committee can scrutinise the implementation of existing policies and consider the scope for new or amended policies for services affecting the H&WB of people and communities in their areas. Clinical Community Groups are using their knowledge of local health needs to plan and buy services for their local communities from any service provider that meets NHS standards and costs.  NHS hospitals, social enterprises, voluntary organisations or private sector providers.  This will mean better care for parents, designed with knowledge of local services and commissioned in response to their needs.

	Report from North Devon Councillors
	Cllr Mrs Chesters reported that the North Devon Council Planning Committee is very busy at present with the proposed superstore ASDA application in Barnstaple, the proposed mixed-led development at Wrafton and the planning application in Croyde for the old Atlantis Hotel.

Cllr Spear reported regarding the recent North Devon Council Overview and Scrutiny Committee meeting.  The Health and Wellbeing workshop revealed how healthy people view the NHS differently.  It was surprising to realise how much we are already doing within our communities by way of informal and formal recreational activities.  Braunton has Lobb Field, Multi Use Games Area (MUGA), Recreation Ground, Tennis Courts, Play Grounds, Athletics Track, Allotments, Braunton Volunteers, Vivian Moon Community Centre, Churches etc. With the funding cuts to District budgets Parish Councils should be more involved in the provision of leisure facilities.  It is important to build a good relationship with other stakeholders such as the Caen Medical Centre to try and tackle future issues facing our community together.

RESOLVED:  That a representative from the North and East Devon Clinical Commissioning Group be invited to attend a future meeting of the Council to discuss Health and Wellbeing in Braunton.

The Marsh Inspectors have agreed to allow the Parish Council to dispose of the spoil from the quay on their land, subject to the Council leasing the land from the Marsh Inspectors for a peppercorn rent.

	Information board adjacent Village Green and the River Caen


	The Council considered a report by the Parish Clerk regarding the condition of the Information board erected adjacent the Village Green and River Caen.  During a recent annual inspection rot was identified at the base of the board’s two legs and in other areas of the mount.  The supplier and manufacturer were made aware of the condition of the board but due to it being more than 4 years old it was no longer under warranty.  The supplier as a gesture of goodwill offered to replace the existing wooden mount with an aluminium unit at a cost of £375.  Members were concerned that this would not be in keeping with the other interpretation boards in the village.
