	Reports from Parish Council Representatives to Outside Bodies


	Cllr Gilbert reported that the Devon Playing Field Association was based in Exeter.  It is a charitable organisation and is operated from a desk in County Hall.  To be an associate member the Council would be required to pay an annul subscription of £30.  Cllr Gilbert had been invited to attend their Annual General Meeting and seminar being held in Exeter at the cost of £30.  He did not think that the Council would benefit form becoming a associate member. Cllr Gilbert explained that the charity was aimed at small organisation that needed help to manage their open spaces.  He found their website to be extremely informative.

	Improvements to the Changing Rooms and Toilets on the Recreational Ground
	The Parish Clerk circulated a report to all Members regarding the proposed improvements to the changing rooms and toilets on the Recreational Ground.  The report outlined the following three options.

Option One

Retain the current building and fully refurbish the inside of the changing rooms and toilets and alter the layout to improve use of space/storage.

Option Two

Retain the current building and extend the front left portion of the building to incorporate a function room/kitchen and fully refurbish the inside of the changing rooms and toilets and alter the lay to improve use of space/storage. Possible opportunity to extend the back portion to include storage.

Option Three

Knock down the current building and build brand new facility, being larger and better quality.

RESOLVED: That 

a. the Council would continue with either option one or option two, subject to public consultation.

b. a consultation be carried out in the next newsletter and the Parish Clerk to report back the preferred option at the next Full Council meeting.

	Naturalisation and Enhancements to Vellator Quay


	Members considered the notes of a meeting held on Wednesday 3 October with the Principal Engineer.  Members were concerned regarding the reaction of the boat owners towards the proposed naturalisation scheme.  Councillor Bonds reported that the Small Boats and Angling Association are concerned that they have not heard anything from the Council regarding the floating pontoon.   The Council were unclear regarding the design and location of the floating pontoon and were awaiting further guidance from the Small Boat Owners and Angling Association.  The Clerk informed Members that an application had been made to the Environment Agency and Natural England to ascertain whether they would have any objections to the proposal of a floating pontoon on the river Caen.  

It was suggested the Council holds a public meeting before Christmas to explain to the boat owners and residents of Braunton the agreed naturalisation scheme and enhancements to the quay and why this work is necessary.

Councillor Mrs Chesters believed that the old pump house was in the ownership of Tesco Superstore and that the Marsh Inspectors could not give the Council permission to demolish it.  It was agreed that this would be investigated.

RESOLVED: That the

a. Parish Clerk be requested to organise a public meeting to take place before Christmas and ensures that the boat owners and the Principal Engineer are invited to attend.

b. the ownership of the pump house be further investigated and the Council ensures that it has the necessary authorisation to demolish it.
