RESOLVED: 

a. That the comments made at the public meeting held on 4 July 2013 be forwarded onto North Devon Council in response to the Air Quality Action Plan consultation.

b. That the Council writes to Devon County Council and requests them to: -  

i. Review the one-way system in South Street and make it two-way again.  This would have an immediate impact on improving the flow of traffic on The Square.

ii. Change the timings of the pedestrian crossings in Caen Street and Exeter Road so that they are synchronised with the main traffic lights on The Square.

iii. Reduce the time that the pedestrian crossing in Exeter Road is on red, it currently remains on red for 23 seconds, leaving approximately a 12 second delay from the time the last pedestrian has crossed the road.

iv. Improve existing signage encouraging people to use alternative routes other then the A361.

v. Turn off the traffic lights on The Square for a trial period to see if traffic flow improves.

vi. Invest money in good quality engineering to ensure that the best possible options are implemented to improve the air quality levels and traffic flow.

c. That the Council writes to North Devon Council Planning Department and request them to include the Braunton by-pass/relief road in the North Devon and Torridge Local Plan 2011 – 2031.
