	The Chairman welcomed Paul Shearsby and PC Langworthy to the meeting.

Paul Shearsby explained to Members that the Tour De Forces would be coming through Braunton on 3 October 2012 and the charity were still keen to put on an event along the A361 in Braunton. Members noted that the County Council had quoted that it would cost in excess of £2000 to close the A361 on 3 October 2012 for the Tour De Forces event.  The County Council had advised that the charity apply for a Special Event, which would be along the same lines as the recent Olympic Torch Relay using a rolling road closure, but this mean that the charity would need to supply support vehicles to lead the procession.

PC Langworthy was not keen on a rolling road closure due aspects of safety.  He was aware that the charity would not have the amount support vehicles as the Olympic Torch Relay and with traffic still able to get through this would jeopardise the safety of pedestrians watching the procession.  Paul Shearsby was positive that the Chivenor base would assist with the rolling closure by supplying men and army vehicles at each junction in order to direct or divert traffic.  The Parish Council understood the concerns of PC Langworthy, but felt that it would not be practical for a charity to pay out £2000 to close the road.  Paul explained that the rolling closure would only need to last approximately 10 minutes he would arrange for participants to meet in the Agriculture Inn car park and from there the would travel to the Williams Arms.

It was suggested that local stewards should also be asked to help on the day such as Rotary and Royal British Legion.  The Parish Council would be happy to contact businesses prior to the event so they could inform their delivery drivers of the closure.

The Parish Council felt this was an extremely positive event for the community and that it should do everything within its power to ensure that it is a success.

RESOLVED: That the Parish Council, Tour De Forces, Police and Devon County Council arrange to meet early August to look at arrangements to hold a special event with a rolling road closure.
