	Naturalisation and Enhancement to Vellator Quay – Public Meeting 
	The Parish Clerk tabled notes from the public meeting held on Wednesday 21 November 2012 regarding the proposed plans to naturalise and enhance Vellator quay.

The Chairman reported that the meeting was well attended and it gave boat owners an opportunity to express their concerns regarding the proposed naturalisation scheme.  One of the concerns was that no funding had been obtained to carry out the safety and enhancement works.  The Chairman informed members that she had spoken with Graham Watson and he had advised that if the Council could provide evidence that the quay was or still is used for landing fish the project might be eligible for Flag European Funding.  

Members also considered the installation of a floating pontoon if the quay is entirely removed.  The Parish Clerk reported that she had requested the Councils Solicitor to advise on the covenant in the Title Number DN505766 regarding the right to load and discharge vessels barges and boats and other river craft at the said Vellator Quay.  The Council were of the opinion that a floating pontoon would benefit community and if possible this should be included in the project.
