	Flood Defence Improvements, Braunton


	The Chairman reported that Members had met with the North Devon Council Countryside and Landscape Officer and Mr Kevin Woodley and Clive Jones from the Environment Agency to consider the replanting of trees following the flood defence works on the Memorial Gardens.  The Environment Agency has a statutory responsibility to promote biodiversity and therefore it must plant five trees for every one that it removes.

 It was noted that the Council had previously agreed that it did not want any trees planted alongside the A361, but due to the Environment Agency’s statutory responsibility it would not be possible to locate all of the trees along the A361 to another location within the Memorial Gardens.  A compromise to reduce the amount of trees along the A361 was reached and it was agreed that the trees to be used would be of a minimum size 14/16 nursery stock.  An amended plan provided by the North Devon Council Countryside and Landscape Officer showing the relocation and specie of each tree was tabled. The revisions includes:

a. A reduced number of trees at a wider spacing adjacent to the A361 utilising an ornamental variety of a native species that will retain a uniform columnar form of ascending branches.

b. Additional ornamental planting at the Southern end of the gardens and within the play area.

c. Native tree planting adjacent to the water course – in the form of small groups of trees and individuals as opposed to a row of evenly spaced trees.

Members were in agreement with the revised plan, but it was suggested that the Quercus Petraea closest to the Memorial Shelter could be changed to a Quercus Robur to mark the Diamond Jubilee of HM The Queen.  It was further suggested that another Liquidamber could be planted in Chaloners play area to replace one of the Pyrus Calleryana trees.

RESOLVED: That the revised plan be approved, subject to the Quercus Petraea being replaced with a Quercus Robur and another Liquidamber being planted in the Chaloners play area replacing one of the Pyrus Calleryana trees, provided that the North Devon Council Countryside and Landscape Officer is in agreement.
