	Illingworth Shelter
	The Chairman informed Members that the Property Committee had agreed to repair and restore the Illingworth Shelter roof using anti-vandal proof roof tiles (Minute Ref PR/32/2011/12).  

The Committee had evaluated different types of anti-vandal tiles and had agreed to either purchase the Dynaslate tile or Ardesia Rec tile, the latter tile was used on the Memorial Shelter roof.  Following further investigation the Parish Clerk reported that the Dynaslate tile had now been de-commissioned, due to production costs.  The Environment Agency would be provided the supplier details for the Ardesia Rec tile in due course. 

The Chairman also reported that A Mason Roofing had provided a quotation of £3020 for labour and materials required to fit the roof tiles once purchased by the Parish Council.  

RESOLVED:  That

a. the Ardesia Rec roof tile be purchased, subject to the total cost to purchase and install the tiles not exceeding £5000 excluding VAT.  If costs do exceed £5000 excluding VAT than all Members must be notified prior to purchasing the tiles, and if the majority of Committee members object to the costs it must be brought back to a future meeting for further consideration.

b. A Mason Roofing be appointed to carry out the installation of the roof tiles on the Illingworth Shelter, at a cost of £3020 plus VAT.
