REQUESTS FOR USE OF THE RECREATION GROUND

· All requests for use of the Recreation Ground must be made in writing to the Parish Council at least 3 months prior to any event taking place.

· All requests must contain the exact nature of the event to take place including whether it is a licensed event.  It is the responsibility of the user to obtain the necessary public entertainment or liquor licence required and have stewards where indicated as a term of the licence or provide evidence that one is not required.

· The user to liaise with Braunton Football Club regarding the use of electrical supply and the opening and cleaning of the toilets.  The Parish Council does not accept any responsibility for the toilets.

· The running of events is the responsibility of the user who should ensure that they are adequately supervised.

· The user is responsible for making arrangements with the Parish Council offices for the opening and locking of the gates to the Recreation Ground.

· No vehicles are allowed in the Recreation Ground without the permission of the Council.

· The Recreation Ground is the responsibility of the user throughout the event and every care should be taken to ensure that no damage is done as a result of the users event, in particular to the football pitch.  If in the opinion of the Council any damage has been caused then this will be rectified at the expense of the user.

· All rubbish to be removed from the Recreation Ground immediately after the event.

· Where appropriate proof of public liability insurance will be required.

· No charge may be made by the user for any event within the Recreation Ground without prior permission of the Council.

· The Council reserves the right to make a charge for the use of the Recreation 

Ground and request a deposit for any event.
