	Police Representation


	The Chairman welcomed Sgt Jeff Pearce to the meeting.  Sgt Pearce reported that the crime rate was down 13% on the same period for last year.  The major crimes to note continued to be criminal damage but this was mainly vehicles.  In the previous month there had been a rise from 20 to 44 incidences of criminal damage and theft from motor vehicles, being mainly vandalism and the stealing of car number plates and car badges.  There had also been a number of assaults in South Street which they believed had been committed by some youths from Barnstaple.  Sgt Pearce reported that they had had many complaints  from the residents of Pill Gardens regarding anti-social behaviour in the play area and a letter drop had been done to establish what the main problems were.  These appeared to be youth and drinking.  A meeting had been arranged for 30 October 2008 and all stakeholders had been invited to attend together with residents to discuss how to address some of these issues.  Devon County Council Highways Department had indicated that they were now in a position to look at the traffic issues on South Street and Sgt Pearce was waiting for a date for a meeting.  Mr John Bonser,   Highway Engineer, had done a survey of the village.  When a date for the meeting had been confirmed all the residents in the area and in the immediate area of South Street would be invited to attend.  In November an Environmental Visual Audit was being undertaken with the Access Group and Devon County Council Highways to look at access issues within the village.  Sgt Pearce also reported that they had been using a speed gun to monitor the driving speeds on South Street and Homer Road.  During the previous month he reported that the 20 MPH speed limit on South Street had been effective as the average speed was 19 MPH.  It was AGREED to move item 11, Report Back From Meeting regarding The Bowl, to this point.

	Report from North Devon  Councillors
	Cllr Mrs Jenkins (DCC) confirmed that The Highways Authority would be working with the police regarding a meeting to discuss the South Street traffic issues.  She also reported that a working party had been set up to look at the sighting of the proposed BMX Track.  She also confirmed that Devon County Council had no money in any of the Icelandic Banks.  

Cllr Mrs Chugg stated that she was concerned that Tesco had not abided by the Section 106 Agreements before opening the store and she also questioned the opening of the work units as there were no facilities in these and they had not been advertised.  

Cllr Mrs Chesters stated that there were 4 main planning conditions that she felt had not been complied with and that she had had a meeting with Tesco Executives and the planners and was waiting for a formal response to the points that had been raised by Tuesday 21 October 2008.  Cllr Lucas suggested that Council should write to North Devon Council regarding Council and parishioners concerns regarding Tescos non-compliance with the planning conditions of the planning consent before opening the store.   Cllr Mrs Shapland reiterated this and it was AGREED to send a letter to the planners and a copy to The Chief Executive.  

Should a response be received it would be put on the Agenda for the next full Council meeting.

	Report Back From Braunton Locality Forum Meeting 24 September 2008 and Proposal For Parish Representative


	Cllr Daniel reported back on the Braunton Locality Forum Meeting.  He informed members that this replaced the previous Ilfracombe and Northern Rural Committee.  The first meeting had been to discuss and decide protocols for the meeting and it had been recommended that Braunton Parish Council nominated a representative, who should not be a North Devon Councillor.  Cllr Mrs Wellstead volunteered and it was AGREED that she should be the representative.

Cllr Daniel outlined some of the Agenda items of the meeting which included the Section 106 monies that were available for  projects in Braunton subject to any restrictions there may be on their expenditure.  A feasibility study had been suggested for Vellator Quay, Sandy Lane car park had been re-opened and the committee were going to look at future potential renovation works to the Parish Hall.
