	Cllr Daniel asked Cllr Mrs Wellstead the parish representative on the Braunton Locality Forum to report back on the meeting that had been held on 4 December 2008.  She informed members that the discussion had involved traffic issues in the village and County Highways Officers had been available at the meeting.  The proposed refurbishment of the parish hall was being considered by the District Council and further details were being put together to look at providing a one-stop shop for Braunton.  There was no up-date on the BMX Track meeting, however, there was a question mark over whether the open space money for Braunton could be used for land at Chivenor as it was out of the parish.  This was being investigated.  It had been confirmed that there was remaining Section 106 monies that could be used to finish the refurbishments of Knowle and Chaloners Road play areas.  Velator Quay was also discussed and it was proposed that the Community Fund money from the Fullabrook Wind Farm could be used to fund a feasibility study into the area.  Cllr Daniel gave an up-date on the position regarding the footbridge at Tesco.

	Report back from meeting regarding Proposed Extension to Caen Medical Centre


	Cllr Mrs Shapland declared a personal interest in the following item.

Cllr Lucas outlined the original history of the building of the Medical Centre and the up-to-date situation regarding the proposed extension and increase of services for the community.  He stated that he felt it was important that Council minuted their support or otherwise for the proposed extension to the Medical Centre.  He also proposed that a working party was set up to discuss the proposals with the other parties involved to see how the parish council could be involved and how they could help take this forward.  This was AGREED and Cllr Mrs Shapland, Cllr Welch, Cllr Smith, Cllr Chugg, Cllr Daniel and Cllr Mrs Chesters all expressed an interest in taking part in the working party.
