	Update on Action Items from Meeting held on 29 March 07


	A copy of this had been forwarded to all members and this was noted.

	Asbestos Remedial Works in the Parish Hall


	Council had previously accepted a quotation from Notts Contractors for the remedial works to the above stage area in the hall.  When looking again at the hall Notts Contractors had decided that they had not taken all aspects of the works into account and wished to revise their quotation.  Subsequently a revised quotation had been received for the works to under the stage area and for encapsulating the above stage area.  European Asbestos Services who had also quoted for the works had confirmed that these were still current. 

Council AGREED that encapsulating the area above stage was only a short-term solution and would still not allow the use of the curtains and that the full remedial works would need to be done in the future.  The amount allocated in the budget would not be sufficient to undertake all of the work in the current financial year.

It was AGREED to contact Notts Contractors to ask them to provide a quotation for both below and above the stage and to also contact European Asbestos Services to ensure that their quotation also covered all of the works.  A further amount to be allocated from the 08/09 budget and all of the work to be undertaken in the next financial year.



	Repair to Roof and Flat Roof at front of the Parish Hall


	It was AGREED to accept a quotation from A Mason Roofing in the sum of £1200.00 plus VAT to repair the flat roof.  It was also AGREED to ask Mr Mason if he would be able to undertake a full survey of the roof to identify any areas that needed remedial works so that Council could look to planning for these budgeting for this in the future.

Cllr Alexander joined the meeting at 7.40pm.

	The Bakehouse Centre leases for the 2 organisations within it provided that the Parish Council insured and maintained the building. 

 It was AGREED to obtain the cost of these services and maintenance agreements and establish which were the responsibility of the Parish Council as the landlord.  Once this had been received it was AGREED to contact the tenants to discuss further and give them the opportunity to obtain their own quotations.



	Vehicular Parking on coastal Path and Adjacent Areas- Vellator Quay
	Since the closure of Vellator Quay to vehicular traffic there was an increase in cars parking on the path and the picnic area to the left of the Quay.  It was AGREED that this was obstructing the path and causing damage to the area and that measures should be taken to prevent vehicles parking here including boulders and bollards.  The Marsh Inspectors and the Northern Devon Coast and Countryside Service to be informed.



	Items for Inclusion in Draft Budget  


	It was AGREED to investigate the cost of replacing the back door to the parish hall, which is a fire door.  It was also AGREED to put in a sum of £1500 for half hour self closing fire doors as identified by the fire risk assessment, £9000 for the asbestos remedial works and £3000 for ongoing repairs to the parish hall roof.
