	Minutes
	The minutes of the Property meeting held on 30 June 2008 were AGREED and signed with an amendment to include ‘and satellite aerials’ in the item Land at the Old Quarry, North Down Road.



	Parish Hall Works


	(a)  Replacement of Flooring in Disabled Toilet   It was AGREED to accept the quotation from Ian Heath Carpeting in the sum of £315.02 for the replacement flooring in the Disabled Toilet.

(b) Replacement of Fire Door in the Committee Room The Chairman informed members that this had become a priority as the door was rotten and as an exterior door was a security risk.  It was AGREED to accept the quotation from Mark Warner in the sum of £405.86 to include a new door, frame and furniture.

(c)  Replacement of Parish Hall and Stage Curtains It was AGREED to accept the quotation from Stage Electrics in the sum of £2941.67 for the supply and fit of the stage, window and backdrop curtains.  It was also AGREED that the colour of the replacement curtains would be Burgundy Red.

(d) Repair to Roof The Chairman informed members that A Mason Roofing had looked at the roof as Council had requested and identified areas in need of remedial works and also a priority list. 

It was AGREED to put the sum of £6000 in the budget for the next financial year and an ongoing program of works to be budgeted for in future years.  North Devon Council’s Braunton Locality Forum was currently looking at plans that had been drawn up previously for the complete refurbishment of the hall and it was hoped that should this go ahead the roof repairs would be part of the project.



	Replacement of Litter Bins in Caen Street Car Park
	It was AGREED to put an amount of £1260 in the budget for the next financial year to replace 5 bins in the car park to include an amount to cover plaques for 10 bins.  

The refurbishment of all street furniture to be discussed with North Devon Council.

Cllr Lucas declared a prejudicial interest in the following item and left the room. Cllr Daniel and Cllr Mrs Wellstead declared a personal interest in the following item.  Cllr Mrs Chesters left the meeting at this point.

	The Bakehouse Centre


	(a) Service and Maintenance Agreement for Boilers It was AGREED that it was the responsibility of Council, as Landlord, to undertake the annual service and maintenance of the boiler.

(b) Service and Maintenance Agreement for Fire Alarm Following advice from North Devon Council it was established that there was no legal requirement for the Landlord to have a fire alarm however, it was AGREED that Council would contribute one-third towards the cost.

(c) Service and Maintenance Agreement for Intruder Alarm   Following advice from North Devon Council it was established that there was no legal requirement for the Landlord to have an intruder alarm however, it was AGREED that Council would contribute one third towards the cost.

(d) Annual Electrical Inspection It was AGREED that this was the responsibility of the landlord.

It was also AGREED that no remedial works on any systems should be undertaken without the prior consent of the Parish Council and that no contribution be made where any remedial works were due to lack of care or action on the part of one or both of the tenants.

It was also AGREED that an agreement be drawn up between the Parish Council as landlord and the Museum and BDPA as tenants to formalise this agreement.
