The Chairman informed the meeting that after the removal of the

asbestos in the parish hall, further works had been identified under the

flooring.  Quotations had been sought for this work and had been

received from two companies, although four had been approached.  

Works

One company had suggested the complete removal of the asbestos



that was accessible and inaccessible.  The second company 



suggested that it was only necessary to remove that which was



accessible.  Advice had been sought from Mr Roger Bye, the Health



and Safety Advisor from North Devon Council and he had suggested



that the companies be contacted regarding the sealing of the affected 



areas and their advice as to whether it was necessary to completely 

remove all of contaminated areas accessible and inaccessible.  Only one company had responded. Council AGREED that in view of 



possible works to the hall, that it would accept the quotation from AMS



in the sum of £3,525 to seal off the contaminated under floor areas, to



prevent access and the potential spread of any contamination.  If the



renovation works to the hall did not go ahead then Council would look



in the future to removing the asbestos if this became necessary.
